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The Research For The Expansion On International
Market Of Higher Education In Australia

ABSTRACT

In recent years, Taiwan’s educational authorities have begun to pay more attention to the
expansion of international market of higher education for the decrease of students and the urgent
need of internationalization of higher education. To inquire the appropriation of Taiwan’s policies
on internationalization of higher education, and make suggestions to them, this author takes
Australian experience for example and explores: First, the process of expansion on international
market of higher education in Australia. Second, the reasons why Australia could expand its
international market of higher education successfully. Third, the impacts of the expansion of
international market of higher education on Australian universities. Finally, according to the
differences of the development, advantageous conditions and policies about international market
of higher education between Australia and Taiwan, this research tries to bring Taiwanese related
authorities with some implications and suggestions.
